This Scholarship will be made of two main parts; first the annual fees to join St Andrews Pony Club will be paid for by the WEC Riding School, and secondly the horse/pony will be provided to student at no cost. 

The Scholarship will be rewarded to three “Pony Trainees” (working students) who will be selected by Kayleen and two other committee members. 

Purpose:

This Scholarship is starting in 2010 for the Pony Club season of 2010/2011. 

The reasons for creating this scholarship is:

The first reason is to reward two Pony Trainees (Young students who work in exchange for lessons and horsemanship training) for all of their help, dedication and enthusiasm they give to riding school. 

The second reason is because Pony Club is an essential part of creating a well rounded horseman and gives children skills and opportunities that can last them a life time. 

Qualifications:

The person must be a Pony Trainee who works on a regular basis at least one day a week. 

The Pony Trainee must have be signed off on appropriate level of Pony Trainee Manual; this is to ensure that they have the necessary health and safety training. 

The scholarship will be given to the students who will follow through with the scholarship (meaning is able to attend 85-90% of rallies) and is motivated to be good a representative of WEC riding school.
